SYNOPSIS

Act 1 - Venice Beach California

All the girls on the beach sre mooning over their love for Giuseppe and Marco Paliier, two highly admired Doardwalk Taxi Drivers.
The muscle boys and men of the beach feel a little put out by this but when Marco and his brother arrive, the girls pet tumed on mare by
their Ialian lingo. The guys decide 10 choose a wife each from the assembled girls in o very random way. Having Caught Chianetta and
Tessa, everyone now pairs off and highialls it ofl’ 1 the Chapel of Lurve!!

Arriving at the Airport, the Duke and Duchess of Plaza-Toro, their charming daughier Cassie and Luiz thewr chauffeur / butler complain
after a rough time in economy. They are here to see the Mutia boss Don Al wha has info on the mysiery billivnaire they married Cassic to
a5 a baby. As the Duke and Duchess go 10 meet the Don, Cassie and Luiz declare their lave for cach other and take o fond farewell as the
new situntion will mean ihe end of their relationship. The Don arrives telling the Ducal Pary the story of the Heir 1o Casino Barataria’s
Kidnap and they all dash off to finalise the arrangements. Marco, Gianctia, Tess and Giuseppe amive back [rom the Chapel extolling the
jovs of wedded bliss. The Don arrives and tells the two brothers that one of them is the lost Heir and billionaire. Excited, they sing of
thetr newfound wealth, All is happy until Don Al 1ells them that Cosino Barataria is o Bachelor haven and 1ot the girls must stay behind.
Resigned, they make ready for the fight to Las Yegas.

Act Two = Las Yegas (3 Manths have elapsed)

We find the men living it large in Vegas with only lap dancers and hostesses for company. Marco and Giuseppe have become enlenainers
and now run the casino in a republican manner. They miss their wives and just as they starl to feel homesick the girls amive, starved of
news and longing to know which is the heir. As that's sull not known, Cliuseppe suggests they start their honeymaoon with o donee, Don
Al enters hearing the commotion and is not pleased to find the girls. Left alone, Don Al imparts that the Heir was marmicd in in fancy and
is therefore a bigamist! This causes a row. The Duke, Duchess and Cassie now arrive for her to meet her long Tost Twshand, They meet
the two Heirs and offer instructions on making the entertainment al the Casio more refined, Leaving Cassie and the two boys together to
get 1o know cach other, they introduse their wives to her and trouble erupts. Eventually the Don brings the Heir's lost haby sitter to solve
all the problems. Whose is the missing Heir? Whose Marrioge is Doomed? Only she has (he answer!!!!

Clive Bebee - Writer of New Lyrics and Dialogue, Director and Maren Palmieri
